














Remain Calm. There is no hurry.
Welcome our guests

A Notebook will be available to use to write down
names of groups and number in the group if needed.

Provide Guest with the Tabernacle Experience
Program. This is a written introduction to the
Tabernacle Experience Journey that they can read
as they wait in line.

Keep everyone in a line. Each guest represents a
one minute wait.

When it is their turn, direct them to the audio
attendants to receive the MP3 player, headset and
pouch.



Remain Calm. There is no need to hurry.

You are responsible for the flow of guests.

You MUST wait 1 minute between guests. This is VITAL to our
guests Experience.

Take your time as you fit each guest with the pouch, the headset
and the MP3’s. This will help in distancing the time between guests

Use the splitters whenever you can.

. Instruct guests carefully BEFORE they put on their headsets.

T ‘Listen, listen, listen to the Narrator’

T 154, you'll hear a welcome by a woman, then a 2 part
introduction by the Narrator. This introduction is 10 minutes
long. You may stand or sit anywhere in the Courtyard as you
listen to the Introduction.

At the Sound of the Shofar you will move from station to
station.

If you do have any problems with your player immediately
return to me.

AFTER this instruction have them put on their headset:
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You will press play and then hold. And Off they go!



NTEER FOR THE COU

T Replenishes the ‘White Linen.’ (Back stock is under the
Marketplace Table)

T Replenishes the wood shims. (Back stock is behind the Tent)

T Keep the fire in The Altar of Burnt Offering stoked with large
logs.

T You may need to quietly prompt guests to use the ramp. Our
elderly guests may choose to come along side the altar and
toss their 'sacrifice’ in the fire.

T Observe your guests, should they appear anxious, confused,
or moving too quickly for the narration or not participating,
quietly and reverently approach our guest and check the read
out on their MP3 player, the track should match the station
where they are standing. Kindly direct them to the correct
station.

T If for any reason there appears to be a back up at any station
in the Courtyard, or at the Entrance to The Tent, please notify
the Audio Attendants and request them to wait a couple of
minutes between guest.

T All Attendants stationed within the confines of The
Tabernacle Courtyard and the Holy Place must not interact
with guests or other attendants unless absolutely necessary.
As we conduct ourselves with a sense of respect and
reverence we'll find our guests will follow suit.



T Interact with guests only when necessary.

T Your postis in the corner of the tent, closest to The
Lampstand.

T Your supplies are behind your chair.

As the Lampstand Volunteer you will:

1. Replace the Oil Lamps as needed
2. Replace the Wick in the Lighter as needed

3. Keep 2 stacks of 6 pieces of Bread on The Table

4. Keep the cup of red grape juice clean & full

5. Maintain a tidy Table. It must be wiped down on
occasion.

6. Should you feel there is a back up in the Holy Place,
please leave your position and notify the Audio
Attendants and request of them to allot more time
between guests.

7. Should you need a break from the incense filled tent,
notify the Supervisor and you will trade places with
another attendant or The Supervisor will take your
position.



- Your position is to the Left of the Entrance to The
Most Holy Place.

- Light a single stick of incense, when a guest
approaches the Table of Bread.

- Light the Incense Sticks from the oil Lamps at The
Lampstand.

- Your supplies are next to you.

- The Narrator prompts our guests to take a stick of
incense with them as they enter The Most Holy
Place.

- Should you need a break from the incense filled tent
ask your Supervisor

7 All Attendants stationed within the confines of

The Tabernacle Courtyard and the Holy Place
must not interact with guests or other
attendants unless absolutely necessary.

7 As we tend to the Tabernacle with honor and
respect so will our guests.




Listen to your guests; they may want to share their
experience with you.

1. Keep incense burning & Messianic Music Playing

2.You must present a receipt with each transaction.
This is vital to our inventory.

3. Tissue Paper & Merchandise bags are available

4. All items, except for the c.d.’s and booklets are
presented in a pouch.

5. Your Back stock is located in the Tabernacle Storage
Bins in the small Blue Rubbermaid Containers.

6. If you are running low on any item, notify the
Supervisor, we can ship the necessary items

7. Familiarize yourself with the inventory.

- Anointing Oil Bottles are Mouth blown & Made
in Egypt.

- We blend our anointing oil according to the
scriptures. The essences are from Sri Lanka,
Africa, Hungary, Ethiopia, Bulgaria, Nepal and
Madagascar

- The Breastplate Pendants are from Jerusalem
and are handmade by the artist ‘Avi’

- The stick incense is hand-dipped and made in
Ethiopia

- The Messianic Worship C.D's support ‘Joseph’s
Storehouse’ an outreach for children in
Jerusalem




One step inside the Courtyard translates you into
Old Testament times and brings you face to face
with a life-size replica of the Tabernacle of Moses.
A privately narrated tour through the seven
interactive stations draws you further into the
exhibit.

As you journey through the stations of the exhibit,
the person of Jesus Christ is revealed in every
aspect of the Old Testament Tabernacle. The
Experience is formative as well as informative. It is
simple, yet profound. You will leave with a clearer
understanding of Biblical history, worship,
atonement of sin, and with a powerful message
about the Holiness and the Grace of God given to
us through the death and the resurrection of Jesus.

Our hope for you is that, as you journey through
God’s house, you would be ushered out of the
ordinary and into His extraordinary presence. This
It the Tabernacle Experience!



WHITE LINEN GARMENT

FIRST STATION

The first station, The White Linen Garment,
llustrates the importance of the special covering
worn by the priests. You'll carry a square of white
linen with you, to represent your covering by the
precious blood of Jesus.

The priests wore linen to symbolize his
righteousness and worthiness to enter God's sacred
tent. When adorned in their sacred clothing, the
priests became "Holiness to the LORD," (Exodus
28:30).




SECOND STATION

The altar was a place of forgiveness, restoration,
and celebration of relationship with God. Atonement
was made for the people on the horns of the altar
(Leviticus 4:34).

You'll approach The Brazen Altar and lay your own
wood sacrifice on its consuming fire.




THIRD STATION

At the Laver, guest will engage in the washing of
their hands as a reflection of the priest’s cleansing
rituals.




THE LAMPSTAND

FOURTH STATION

Once inside the Tabernacle proper, you'll experience
an awesome shroud of HOLY silence. With senses
heightened by the sight of elaborate wall hangings
and the aroma of fragrant incense from the Altar,
you'll light an oil lamp to represent your desire for
God's face to shine upon you.




FIFTH STATION

A table in the Holy Place served not only the
practical purpose of providing a place to set the
plates, dishes, etc. for pouring out of offerings, but
also symbolized a place of dining, where bread was
set out before God at all times (Exodus: 23-30).

Partake from one of the loaves, symbolizing your
union with God and your dependency on Him.
Recognize that He is your sustenance for life.




ALTAR OF INCENSE

SIXTH STATION

There is a strong emphasis on aroma in Israel's
religion. The fragrance from a burnt offering
sacrifice Is described as a "pleasing aroma to God,"
(Leviticus: 1:9).

Observe how the smoke rises. The prayer you utter
will also rise before God's very presence.




SEVENTH STATION

Moses was instructed to make a rectangular box or
chest, somewnhat like a safe deposit box, for storing
sacred relics, including the stone tablets on which
the ten commandments were written. The Ark also
represented God's covenant with the nation of

Israel.

With incense in hand, you'll enter the Most Holy
Place and kneel before the Ark of the Covenant, in
the presence of your HOLY GOD .
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SEVENTH STATION

The Atonement Cover, or Mercy Seat, fit perfectly
on top of the Ark. The Cover was made of pure
gold with two sculpted cherubim on top facing
iInward and looking down toward the Cover itself
(Exodus 25:17-22).

We can boldly walk into the presence of God
because God presented Jesus as a sacrifice of
atonement. We are no longer bound by the rituals
of the Old Testament Tabernacle. We are set free
t0 worship intimately with our High Priest, Jesus.
